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Goals 
 
1. To creatively demonstrate our understanding of the Norse Ragnarok myth specifically and apocalypse 
myths in general; 
2. To pratice writing in screen play format. 
 
 
Requirements & Procedures 
 
1. Review the plot, setting, and characters of the Norse Ragnarok myth. Your project will need to 
incorporate the chief events of the myth and the major characters. 
 
2. Develop a screen play (essentially the script for a movie) based on this myth. Your screen play should 
include the following elements: 
 
 *dialogue 
 *directions to the actors 
 *lighting ideas and directions 
 *sound ideas and directions 
 *camera angles, pans, and zooms 
 *setting
